ANC Runway 15/33 Rehabilitation Project: The project will rehabilitate and widen RW 15/33 (the
north/south runway), and update taxiway geometry to meet FAA standards through the summers of 2018 and
2019. The runway will be partially closed during the 2018 summer and fully closed during the 2019 summer,
which will require heavier cargo aircraft to be shifted to the east-west runways during construction.
